New Haven - September 19, 2005 -  The New Haven Improvisers Collective in association with Jazz Haven will 
bring  Butch Morris to New Haven for a special event this fall.  He will be working with a unique New Haven 
Ensemble to present a performance of Conduction® at Firehouse12 on Saturday October 29, 2005 at 8pm.  A 
conduction performance has been described by Bill Milkowski as, "... a wondrous, confounding balancing act 
between structure and improvisation." 
 
The year 2005 marks the 20th anniversary of conduction which was commemorated earlier this year with the 
celebration of BLACK FEBRUARY 2005.  Mr. Morris not only conducted different ensembles every day of the 
week in different venues, but he did so for the entire month of February uniting a community of more than 100 
performers.  This fall, the tradition continues in New Haven.

Conduction® (conducted interpretation/improvisation) is a vocabulary of ideographic signs and gestures

activated to modify or construct a real­time musical arrangement or composition.

Each sign and gesture transmits generative information for interpretation, and provides instantaneous

possibilities for altering or initiating harmony, melody, rhythm, articulation, phrasing or form.

Employing more than 4,000 musicians in 22 countries and 62 cities, resulting in 22 CDs over a 20­year period, Conduction® has amply
demonstrated its capacity for cultural diplomacy by uniting communities and serving as a powerful example of a new social logic
based on collective interpretation and personal interaction.
